ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS FOR KUWAITI STUDENTS IN THE UNITED STATES

= Students on Kuwait Government of agency sponsorship must pursue their studies at a 4-year
institution approved by the Kuwait Government. Lists of approved universities and
programs are posted on the Cultural Divisions website at www.kuwaitculture.com.

= Students are required to take all their courses at their home university (the university
granting their [-20 and approved for their study). Any exception to this rule must be granted
by the Cultural Division.

= The scholarship will cover a maximum of two (2) in-person courses at an approved 2-year
college with a valid reason. Students must have prior approval from the Cultural Division.
Online Course(s) is NOT allowed at 2-year colleges.

= Students are allowed to take a maximum of six (6) non-traditional courses. Non-traditional
courses are: online, hybrid/web enhanced/blended, flex/hyflex/rooflex, independent/directed
study, ITV, CD-Video lectures, remote, etc. Non-traditional courses must have prior
approval from the Cultural Division and all credits must be taken at an approved 4-
year school.

= Students are not allowed to take the following courses: distance education,
correspondence, credit by exam, continuing education, satellite campus, weekend

= Scholarship students must provide a degree or study plan once they are admitted to an
academic program. They are expected to adhere to the study plan, taking courses in a
timely manner and proper sequence.

= Scholarship students must pursue the major for which the scholarship was granted.

= Students will only be eligible to request a scholarship extension if they have successfully
earned at least 50% of the required credits/coursework for their assigned scholarship major

= Each student is expected to have an information release form on file both at the university
and the Cultural Division. This will facilitate communication on the progress of the students
between these two parties.
